It 
only takes an hour or so when all the group comes and it teaches the children 
(who can often help too) valuable lessons about serving. Some groups go 
above and beyond. Did you notice new stripes on the parking lot Sunday? A 
small group did that. 
 
Serve Outside the Walls – Coming out of Servolution one group adopted 
Brazoswood High’s Got Your Back…Pack program to feed homeless B-wood 
students on the weekends. At least one other group joined them and they’ve 
been providing meals into the summer. That has inspired folks in BISD to 
expand the program to Brazosport High School in the fall.
